Spring 2: Curriculum Overview

	Topic

	In Reception, our main theme is ‘Animals in Africa’. We will be learning about the animals that live in the African savannah regions; the animals that live in them and in the oceans around them. We are continuing to learn about different celebrations enjoyed by people and their communities, such as Lunar New Year and Easter.

	Literacy

	[bookmark: _GoBack]This half term, we will read the non-fiction text ‘Lions’ and ‘Chimpanzees’, the fiction book ‘The Elephant’s Umbrella’ by Laleh Jaffari and non-fiction texts about Easter.

In our guided writing groups we are beginning to write simple sentences.

The children will continue guided reading in small groups.

Phonics is taught daily and we will be learning digraphs.
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	Maths

	This half term pupils will explore symmetrical patterns, in which each side is a familiar pattern, linking this to ‘doubles’. We will continue to consolidate their understanding of cardinality, working with larger numbers within 10 and become more familiar with the counting pattern beyond 20.

We will explore the composition of odd and even numbers, looking at the ‘shape’ of these numbers and begin to link even numbers to doubles. We will also explore the composition of numbers within 10.

We will compare numbers, reasoning about which is more, using both an understanding of the ‘howmanyness’ of a number, and its position in the number system.

	Other Curriculum Areas

	Personal, social and emotional development – We will continue our personal, social and emotional development with our ‘Think Equal’ scheme.
E-Safety – We will begin to learn about Online Bullying
Understanding the World – A focus on the season of Spring.
Expressive arts and design – We will be exploring and experimenting with paint, revisiting how to mix primary colours to create different secondary colours.
Physical Development – We will be learning object control such as rolling, bouncing and catching balls.
Fine motor activities and handwriting lessons will continue throughout.
