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Summer 1: Curriculum Overview

	Topic

	Our whole school topic this half term is Achievement and Innovation.
In Year 6, we will be looking at the history of Manchester looking at how it was the first industrialised city in the world in the late 18th century. We will focus first on the cotton/textile mill industry and look at some of the main technological advancements which made the industrial revolution possible.

	English

Guided Reading will continue every day for all the children, and in these sessions, children will also be looking at some SATs style questions and assessment papers to begin preparing for their SATs this half-term.

	Maths

	This half-term, we will continue our revision period which will include looking at some SATs style questions and assessment papers to begin preparing for their SATs this half-term.

	Year 6 will be completing the Science unit ‘Living Things and their Habitats’ this half term. We will be looking at features of different animal groups and exploring and investigating how living things can be sorted and classified.
